1. Apologies –Cllrs. Brian Excell, Andy Carter. PC Gary Austin.
2. Election of Chair and Vice Chair – William Wrinch was proposed as Chairman by Patty Shone and seconded by Margaret Harward. Margaret Harward was proposed as Vice Chairman by Patty Shone and seconded by Peter Hornsby.  Both accepted office and signed declarations to that effect.
3. Minutes – April 12 2010 were read and signed correct.
4. Matters Arising : 1. Fundraising for play equipt. –Patty Shone to put something in Parish magazine. 2. Suffolk ACRE grant for Enterprising Communities – Patty to enquire if Good Neighbour Scheme was applicable. 3. Potholes – no reply from county, though the holes are outlined in yellow ready for repair.
· ADJOURNMENT – Dave Wood urged PC to return the ‘local flooding survey’ as Church Lane has had problems for years during heavy rainfall. He’d also looked at the potential ‘passing place’ site in Church Lane and thought it would be highly unlikely, to follow up due to the nature of the road. Dave Rose, asked the PC to return the ‘Have Your Say’, questionnaire.  Individual households have all received one and it’s to decide how the District Council be run in the future. John Pollett asked if there would be any improvements to broadband speeds, through new networks and technology in the area.  There are some things happening locally, but expensive to apply to at the moment. There may be better communications in the near future.

4.Millennium Green – 1. Inspection done and book signed in order. 2. Peter Hornsby said there’d not been a lot of feedback about new play equipment, though 5 a side goals and nets might be a possible purchase. The basketball ring would be better situated on a pole, rather than the wall. He and Andy Carter were going to repair the roundabout floor. Peter also suggested that the PC pay the extra to ROSPA this year to cover the cost of meeting with the inspector, during the inspection. 3. William wrinch had received an email from Matt Catchpole who lives in Woolverstone and is looking for a full length football pitch  for a local team he’s organised. Clerk to pass the details on to HMGT chairman Rodney Freeman.

5. Planning Applications – nothing new.
6. Footpaths – FP38 – has a huge drop in one place and it’s hoped to get this improved in some way. Dave Wood will speak to the county about it. 

7. Financial Report. – Current Ac - £128,  BP Ac.-  £4013,  Savings - £1656.  Expenditure agreed for – Brian Excell, £34.85 for mower fuel gerry can. Tuckwells £54.74 for mower parts, servicing.  Cheques were raised and signed. 2. Internal audit had been completed and PC agreed that the paperwork be returned to auditors. 3. Increase precept for next financial year – PC still need to discuss how much needed and what for, before a decision is made. 4. Good Neighbour committee had asked for £580 for following year’s expenses. PC need more clarification of expenses before deciding how much they are willing to donate.

9.Correspondence –  Chelmo. Primary School PTA want £4400 to put an adventure trail in the school playground and have asked if Harkstead Parish can help out.  Unfortunately Harkstead can’t help this time. Karla Powell had emailed to say her son Theo’s chained up bike had been stolen. Parishioners to be more vigilant.
