1. Apologies — Curs. Shone. Homsby. Harward, PC Gary Austin and County Clir. Dave Wood.

2. Minutes — October 13 2008 were signed as correct.

3. Matters Arising — i) SCC highways were checking out Church Lane, for repairs. ii) the

mower container has a new improved lock. iii) ROSPA report had been received. iv) No

news from rights of way about FP’s 56 and 57 yet.

- ADJOURNMENT — PC Gibson reported that the only recorded crime in Harkstead in the past month, was the thefi of the mower and a malicious ‘phone call. Clir. Wrinch said that 2 farm cottages had, had coping stones stolen. John Pollet said the handrail at FP26 had been intentionally sawn through. PC Gibson was unaware of these crimes. She said that farm watch notices could be put up to deter mower thieves and handed out flyers about a crime watch meeting in Holbrook in 2 weeks time.

4. Millennium Green — Inspection book not signed as Cllr. Homsby not there to comment. ii) Cllr. Excel! wanted clarification of the ROSPA report as some of the findings did not appear to be responsibility of parish council. Clerk to speak to Rodney Freeman chairman of HMGT to clarify. The mower also needs a new lock and ignition key. Cllr Excell authorised to buy one.

5. Good Neighbour Scheme — clerk had heard from parishioner Jane Goyder who had started the ball rolling, but would like the notices to be sent out in the parish magazine again, as some people didn’t receive one last time.

6. Planning Applications — HMS Ganges — retirement homes. Parish Council had no further comments about this site. The main road issue will always be a problem.

7. Footpaths — As the handrail at FP26 had been maliciously damaged, Martin Williams, from the county, suggested a metal rail could be put in. PC dubious that that would last. Clerk to contact him.

8. Financial Report— Current Ac. £220, Bus.Prem £4374 (includes 7 half of precept) Savings £1603. Expenditure - ROSPA £84.60, cheque was raised and signed. Next years precept to be discussed next meeting, meanwhile clerk to ask Rodney Freeman to do a budget.

9. Correspondence — The government has recently published a consultation document, that may lead to doctors of local surgeries losing their rights to dispense medicines. Clerk to write that Harkstead would like to keep the existing arrangements as otherwise patients

would have a long journey to get to the nearest pharmacy. ADJOURNMENT — Angela Fleming Brown queried footpaths 1, 56 and 57 again, their direction and impassability. Clerk to get on to ‘rights of way’ again. 10. Any other business — Cllr. Excell querying health and safety issues of the mower. Clerk

to ask insurance co. for a policy
