1. Apologies — Dave Wood, David Rose

2. Minutes — November 0hi meeting were signed as correct.

3. Matters Arising — 1. Cur. Hornsby said that an inspection was done on the Green last month and there were no matters needing immediate attention. 2. Church Lane, still not repaired clerk to ask Highways again. 3. Footpaths, 56, 57 and 26, still ongoing communication.

- ADJOURNMENT —PC Austin is the local beat officer he said there was no reported crime during the last month apart from theft of coping stones, which wasn’t just Harkstead related. He said that NHW members and other parishioners could request going on the Police Direct list, so they could be contacted by text, email etc. for local crime alerts.

4. Millennium Green — been inspected and book signed in order. A discussion about latest ROSPA report followed and clerk is to a) ask Highways about Children Playing road signs and b) ask Rodney Freeman as chairman of HMGT to put in writing their responsibility reference issues that didn’t involve play equipment.

5.Good Neighbour Scheme — The latest Parish magazine had included a reference to the scheme, asking interested parties to contact Jane Goyder.

6.Planning Applications — B/08/1591 — Alton Green Farm, convert barn to residential dwelling — PC recommend approval. CUr. Excell declared an interest in the next 3 applications and didn join the discussion B/08/1704 — Fennel Cottage, 2 storey side extension, PC recommend approval. B/08/1674 — Windy Ridge, erect new dwelling on the plot, and B08/1678, (Cllr. Cage declared an interest in this property and left the room) erect new dwelling behind Old P.O. and Haven Cottage — PC have asked for a deferment on both as they arc fairly contentious and have come in right on the holiday period. Their plans would like to be seen and discussed by several parishioners.

7.Footpaths — nothing new to discuss.

8.Financial Report —1. Current Ac. £135, BP Ac. £4374. Savings Ac. £1603. Expenditure this moth £120 - Village Hall aimual precept. £21.73 to P. Tuckwell for mower parts. 2. Rodney freeman had prepared a draft budget to year ending 31 .3.2010. PC agreed to make the following changes — a) Increase clerk’s salary by £30 to £880, b) Increase Flail Hire from £180 to £192, c) increase equipment repairs by £50 to £150, d) reduce Village Hall precept for a year by half to £60. This would give a deficit of £1467, though overall the budgeted accumulated surplus would be £3990. 3. Precept was again set at £2500

10. Any other business — On behalf of the village hail, Cllr. Wrinch said that the Farmers Market was in urgent need of organisational support or it would be lost.
