1.Apologies – Cllrs. Peter Hornsby, Rodney Cage, Margaret Harward, County Dave Wood.

2.Election of Chairman and Vice Chairman –Cllr. Shone proposed William Wrinch for chairman, seconded by Cllr. Excell. William accepted.  No vice chair elected as Cllr. Harward was not present and it’s hoped she’ll accept the position at the next meeting.

    There had been no meeting held on April  20 as there wasn’t a quorum, meeting was

    abandoned. 

3.   Minutes – March 9 minutes were signed as correct.

4. Matters Arising – Highways are monitoring the deterioration of the road at foot of Church Hill, but no repairs yet. ii) Good Neighbour scheme is underway, so no longer an agenda item.. iii) John Abbott agreed to service the mower, which has been done  iv) PC meeting dates not in Parish Magazine yet, William forgot.. 
· ADJOURNMENT – Dave Rose said Dave Wood had been re-elected as County Cllr. for Shotley Peninsula.  The Boundary/ Unitary review probably won’t happen by 2010 as predicted, as there may be a general election and change of Government. Policy decisions within local councils are still being made, until such times as there is a change. Brian Excell mentioned the price increase in brown bins again and Dave Rose said that councils weren’t under obligation to supply them, so prices could change.

5. Millennium Green – Grass had been cut and equipment inspected, all seems in good order. Chairman signed book to that effect.

6. Planning Applications – i)Sedge Cottage application agreed. ii)HMS Ganges – not gone to committee yet, still in outline stages.  Cllr. Excell asked if the village envelope could be removed to help avoid having more controversial applications, such as Windy Ridge and The Old Post Office.  Dave Rose said that Babergh would be looking at things like that under the Local Plan.
7.  Footpaths – nothing to discuss other than complaints of crops being too high.
