1. Apologies – Patty Shone, Andy Carter, Rodney cage, County – Dave Wood.  Also from PCSO Tricia Gibson and PC Gary Austin.
2. Minutes – of September 14 amended and signed.
3. Matters Arising – i) Neither the county or district councils could help with possible grass cutting. ii) Shrubbery around the noticeboard had been cut back, further discussion about the board will be an agenda item next meeting. iii) A large branch had fallen off Geoff Lusher’s oak tree, but not one that had been questionable.  No one was hurtand Geoff had public liability insurance in place anyway. iv) Clerk had spoken to Anglian Water, who’d responded that Harkstead was in line for extensive replacement pipework very soon.

5.Good Neighbour Scheme – Patty Shone had emailed saying that they’d received funding from Norwich and Peterborough,, Dave Wood’s locality fund and a pub quiz night was raising funds.  ‘phone line had been set up and a public meeting booked in the hall on November 16.
