	Minutes

1. Apologies – Cllr Andy Carter, PCSO Tricia Gibson.

2. Minutes – February 23 special planning meeting, signed as correct.
3. Matters Arising – from Feb.9 meeting – i) Highways had responded about flooding of Church Lane by village hall, that it would be difficult to solve the problem as there were no adjacent drainage ditches, or natural gradient to allow run off. Priority maintenance is for ‘C’ class roads and above. ii) Deterioration of road at foot of hill before church, will be monitored during periodical safety inspections, no need for work on it yet. 

· ADJOURNMENT – 1. Dave Wood said he hoped to have site inspections with the highways engineers at various locations on the peninsula. His latest monthly report gave a brief update of the Local Govt. Review, which seems to have put back any transitional authority from beginning until 2011 at least.  The County Council Budget was passed (details on county website). Out of hours GP consultation can be accessed online through NHS. Suffolk County is putting £3.6million into traffic improvement schemes, nearest local scheme is Ipswich area to relieve congestion, includes Wherstead Road. 2. Dave Rose said BDC council tax rise was set at 2.9percent.  Windy Ridge application was deferred on the height issue, as no one had measured it yet. 3. Gary Eggleton was very unhappy with the wording of the minutes relating to the special meeting about his planning application. During the meeting the figure of 30percent increase in the size of the proposed building came up, this was not in the minutes.  Cllr Shone apologised to Gary as she’d written up the minutes  and hadn’t heard the 30percent figure mentioned.

4.Millennium Green – inspected and book signed in order. Cllr. Excell had applied green slime remover to equipment where needed.

5.Good Neighbour Scheme – Jane Goyder had received over 25 positive reponses to the questionnaire and asked if the parish council would back a public meeting to set up a steering group.  PC agreed and a meeting was arranged for April 9 at 7.30pm.

6.Planning Applications – No new ones, Keeper’s Cottage had been granted permission.

7.Footpaths – no negative issues. Cllr Excell had put details of all the paths on the parish website, where people could also comment if they found a problem with any path.

8.Financial Report. – Current Ac. £145,  Bus.Prem £3879, Savings £1603.  No expenditure this month.

9.Correspondence – Letter from Jane Goyder about a proposed peninsula cycle route. Freedom of Information consultation – PC would discuss this at next meeting as a formal adoption of the code was expected. 

 ADJOURNMENT – Jane Goyder briefly outlined thoughts about the cycle route.  Local schools were interested , not only in linking schools but also villages. Suffolk County man Antony Wright was looking into a pilot scheme to link Shotley and Chelomondiston schools. Parish Council will wait to see how this progresses before becoming involved

10.Any other business –Cllr. Excell asked if he should contact John Abbott about servicing the mower as a repair was needed. Answer was ‘yes start with John.’ Cllr. Shone said there were now cracks in the road as well as deterioration, near the church. Cllr. Hornsby said p.council meeting dates weren’t being published in magazine. William will speak to Wendy the editor about it and also put the website address in.
