Clerk had received a reply from BDC about

River View Rd. Copy of email in the correspondence. BDC had written to residents saying

that driving across the footway was not allowed.

Commission suggesting that the North haven boundary be extended to include Hadleigh,

making a better spread between urban and rural areas, a more even split.

4. Millennium Green — Inspected and book signed. 2. HMGT had removed the roadside fence, which caused mixed feelings. Dogs could run out into the road. The play area would be fenced off. 3. The mower container had been broken into again. Discussion on security followed. It was suggested that a warning be put into the Parish Mag. as thieves appeared to be after fuel and tools from outside sheds. 4. Clerk to chase ROSPA about ‘ annual inspection.

5. Good Neighbour Scheme — Notices had gone out in some of the Parish magazines and several replies of offering help had been received. Parishioner, Jane Goyder volunteered her help to organise the scheme locally, with Tony Roberts from Shotley. Dave Wood still has locality funds available to help with start up costs.

6. Planning Applications — HMS Ganges — retirement homes — as there’s been an extension, before parishes respond, it will be discussed in more detail at the next meeting. Meanwhile Clir. Harward to get some further input from other parishes.

7. Footpaths — Clerk to ask County about cutting edges along FP’s 56 and 57, which are impassable.

8. Financial Report — Current Ac. £372, BP ac. £41 13, Savings £1603. Expenditure this month, S/Acre Insurance for mower £69.01, Graham Jay, recutting War Memorial - £300, village hall room hire July, Aug. and Sept. - £36, clerk expenses from 1.6.08 to 30.9.08 £257.23. All expenses agreed and cheques were raised and signed.
